For younger children:  talk about the pictures and which creations were made on each day.  Express gratitude for the creations our Heavenly Father has given us.

For older children:  read the biblical references found in Genesis to go along with the pictures.
In the beginning, Jesus Christ—the God of our earth—created the earth under Heavenly Father’s direction, and it was covered with darkness.  (display picture of the earth)

First Day

Darkness divided into day and night.  (light and darkness picture)

Genesis 1:1-5

Second Day

Jesus made the heaven and earth.  (clouds picture)  

Genesis 1:6-8

Third Day

Water separated from dry land, and created grass, trees, plants, fruits and herbs.  (plants and trees picture)

Genesis 1:9-13

Fourth Day

Sun set in sky for daylight, moon for light at night. 

 (sun, moon, and stars picture)

Genesis 1:14-19

Fifth Day

Jesus created fowl (birds) fish and whales.  (fowl and fish picture)

Genesis 1:20-23

Sixth Day

Jesus created animals.  He also created male and female in the image (likeness) of Our Heavenly Father.  (animals and Adam and Eve pictures)

Genesis 1:24-31

Seventh Day

On the last day, Jesus did not make anything; he rested because it was Sunday (the Sabbath).  Discuss appropriate Sabbath activities and express your gratitude for this day of rest.
