Opening Song: He Sent His Son (Children’s Songbook Pg. 34)
Opening Prayer:
Scripture: Moroni 7:48
Lesson: Read the story about Paul H. Dunn.  (See March 1989 Friend “Sharing Time:  The Atonement”)  Display the corresponding pictures with the story, adding discussion when necessary.  When the story is finished, discuss with your family how Jesus died for us so that we are able to repent and return to live with Him.  Then, do one or both of the activities listed below.

Activity: Memorize the third article of faith.  Have each word listed in order on the floor or a board.  Repeat it with your family.  Take one word away, and say it again.  Repeat this until all the words are removed and it is memorized.
Object Lesson:  Repentance is being sorry for committing a sin, not doing it again, and then trying to live more like the Savior. Use a bottle of clear water as a representation of a person free from sin. Drop a small amount of food coloring in the water and point out how the color spreads throughout the water. Compare this to sin. Then add a few drops of liquid bleach to clear up the color. Compare this to how repentance cleanses us from sin. Note: Try this experiment in advance to know how much food coloring and bleach to use.
