FAMILY HOME EVENING LESSON GUIDELINES
EACH LESSON SHOULD CONTAIN THE FOLLOWING:

· Lesson outline (in format shown below)

· Song ideas

· Scripture

· Objective or theme

· Lesson or story (at least one)

· Activity or game (at least one)

· If applicable make game pieces for at least 6 players

· If including a word find, dot-to-dot, coloring page etc. include one master on card stock that can be copied as needed

· Refreshment idea that goes along with the lesson 

· Include the recipe if something unusual (i.e. Camille’s cowboy crunch)

· Master copy of visual aids on plain white paper

· Only need copies of visual aids that are cut out (this includes anything that you have colored). You do not need to include additional copies of the lesson outline or stories.

· If you have included things that have been color copied you do not need to include an additional copy.

· Lesson should be in a manila file folder with the side edges taped.

· Label at the top of the manila file folder with the lesson title.

· Lesson outline on the front, upper left hand corner of the folder (format example attached)

ADDITIONAL GUIDELINES:

· Use card stock for original copies of the lesson outline and stories (for durability)

· Use card stock for all visual aides, games and game pieces

· All visual aides, games and game pieces should be colored and cut out

· Include any felt, flannel, Popsicle sticks, magnets, etc needed for visual aide.

· Separate visual aides &label with the story they belong to. (If multiple visual aides for one story, number them for ease in presenting the lesson.

· Each lesson should have adaptations for older children; so the lessons can grow with the family.

· You do not need to include copies of the songs, unless they come from a source other than the Hymn Book or the Children’s Songbook.

· You may not use copyrighted books (Finch family games) for lessons or games (primary pages is okay). Also if you need a visual from one of the books you may use just that picture, not the lesson or game to go with it.
