Lesson:


(There are pictures included at the end of this FHE kit to be used as you are telling the story of Noah and the ark.  You may have a child hold the picture while you are reading the story, or put the picture on a flannel board.)

Picture 1:

A very long time ago, so the Bible tells, a man lived by the name of Noah.  Noah loved Heavenly Father and tried to live the way Heavenly Father wanted him to live.  But most of the people who lived on the earth at that time did not love Heavenly Father.  They did things which made Heavenly Father angry.  God became so angry he decided to destroy all the people of the earth.

God spoke to Noah and told him of his plan.  He said He would bring a flood to cover the whole world.  Heavenly Father told Noah to build a large ship, an ark, for Noah and his family.  He told Noah just how to build it.

So Noah began building the ark.  When the ark was finished, Heavenly Father spoke to Noah again.  “In seven days the rains will begin and it will rain for forty days and forty nights.”

Heavenly Father told Noah to bring animals into the ark.  He brought two of each kind of animal that walked the earth and seven of each kind of bird.

Then, the water came.  It rained from the sky.  Water from underground flowed out.  Soon, all the ground was covered.  But Noah and his family and all the animals were safe in the ark.

After the rain stopped, Noah and his family lived on the ark until the water began to go down.  One day the ark stopped moving.  It sat on top of a mountain.  Noah sent out a bird to look for dry land.  Finally, after the third try, a dove came back with a leaf in his mouth.  After another week, Noah sent out another bird and it did not come back.

Finally, after almost one year in the ark, Noah opened the doors and all the animals came out.  Noah and his family worshiped Heavenly Father and thanked Him for saving them.  And Heavenly Father made Noah a promise.  Never again would God cause the earth to be covered with water.  As a sign of His promise, Heavenly Father created rainbows to remind each of us of His promise.

REFRESHMENTS:


Apple Brownies
2/3 cup soft margarine
1 3/4 cups brown sugar
2 eggs
1 teaspoon vanilla
2 cups flour
2 teaspoons baking powder
1/4 teaspoon salt
1/3 cup chopped walnuts
1 cup chopped, peeled apples
1/3 cup raisins
Powdered sugar

Cream margarine and brown sugar. Add eggs and beat until well mixed. Add vanilla and mix again. Add sifted dry ingredients and beat until mixture is smooth. Add apples, walnuts and raisins and stir gently with a strong spoon. Spread batter in a greased 9x13-inch pan and bake at 350 degrees for 30 to 35 minutes. Remove brownies from pan and roll each one in sifted powdered sugar.
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
